Expectations for Latin Class

When student enters the classroom:

· Sit quietly with materials out on the desk

· Have papers to hand in ready on your desk

· Have pen and paper ready to write or take notes

· Greet Magistra in Latin

· Start on bell-ringer activity

Behavior Policy

· Right Time, Right Place, Right Way applies.

· Enter classroom quietly, promptly, and ready to engage.

· Respect yourself, others, and property.

· Be prepared with all necessary materials.

· 10 minute rule applies to all classes.

· Volume control during Latin class

· Too loud, improper behavior, off task = verbal warning first, then written warning

· 2 written warnings in one week = morning detention (before school)

· 3rd  warning = call home

· 4th warning = office referral

During Magistra’s Instruction
· Check volume control  
· Remain in your assigned seat

· Raise your hand for questions or comments

· No bathroom breaks unless it is an emergency Take notes as directed

· Participate

· S-L-A-N-T (Sit up, listen actively & lean in, ask and answer questions, nod yes or no, take notes)
During Group Activity

· Check volume control  Stay with your group or team

· Everyone must Participate

· Raise your hand for questions or comments

· No running

· Return to seat when activity is finished

When leaving the room during class
· Ask for Magistra to sign your class hall pass (you get 3 times per semester, so use them wisely!)

· Sign in and out at front door

· Do NOT disrupt class

· Wait for a natural break in the class before asking to leave

· There will be no leaving the first 10 minutes or last 10 minutes of class!

When you finish work in class

· Turn in your work with your Name/Date/Latin Level
· Study your Latin notes

· Read silently

· Pick an activity from the Bonus Tempus sheet

· Quietly help a neighbor 

Homework Policy

· Write your name, date, and level of Latin on the top corner.
· Assignments are due at the beginning of the next time class meets

· No Late Assignments are accepted.  They will have a Zero.
· Students have 3 days to make up any missed assignments due to excused absences.
Test or Quiz Taking

· Use pencil

· Raise your hand for questions or comments

· Keep your eyes on your own paper

· Turn in the test/quiz in the appropriate folder 

· Tests/quizes may be corrected and re-graded for a better averaged grade

· No talking

· Put all Latin materials away

· Straighten the desks

· Pick-up the floor
· Sit quietly in your seat to be dismissed by the teacher (NOT the bell!)
